They create audio in a different way and one that is much better at
dispersing sound throughout large rooms compared with traditional
loudspeakers. The audio Amina loudspeakers radiate in a hemispherical
wave which sweeps through the space to give a more even, ambient
coverage

The ‘hot and cold’ spots are much reduced and the detail of higher
frequencies is retained.

At the Maes-Yr-Haf 4 x AIUW3 40W speakers were used fitted in to the
walls to provide audio thoughout the main dining area.
